Study Schedule



ÅPavement and bridge conditions: Most of 

the bridges are in a reasonable condition. 

The pavement is deteriorating as 

evidenced by several recent pavement 

patching and overlay projects.

ÅGeometrics -curves and hills: There are 

several sharp curves to redesign.

ÅLength of ramps and lanes: There are 

short ramps and lanes between ramps 

that need to be lengthed.
